Stanley’s Wild Ride

All good readers can predict what will happen next as they move through a story.  When prediction charts are used, three things occur for students:  prior knowledge is activated, a purpose for reading is established,   and students gain a more comprehensive understanding of the story. 

Objective:  To provide students with a more formal opportunity to predict what will happen giving supporting evidence for their prediction and comparing their prediction with what actually happened.

Procedure:

Introduce Stanley the dog by reading other Stanley books first to establish the character.  This will enrich the quality of the predictions.  Show the cover of the book to students and have them share with a partner their prediction of what the story will be about giving reasons using the picture to support their predictions.  Share as a class. 

Using the chart below, students can work individually or with a partner to predict what will happen next.  The important part is to have students qualify their predictions with evidence.  The teacher can enlarge the chart, have students “pair-share” their predictions orally first, then have the class share their prediction while the teacher records the predictions. 

The story of Stanley’s Wild Ride lends itself to writing a narrative sequel.  Depending on the grade level, students can write a narrative sentence, paragraph, or story about Stanley’s next adventure.
